Church
scholarships above this amount may be
given to students, but they will not be
matched by PBU.

2. A church official must submit the
attached form along with all checks,
payable to Philadelphia Biblical
University, by August 1.

Forms and checks received after the
deadline will be credited to the account
of the student but will not be matched.

3. Itis the responsibility of the student to
know how the donation from the church
and the match by Philadelphia Biblical
University will be coordinated with other
financial aid. The student should check
with the Financial Aid Office to find out

how the award will benefit him /her before
